All About
Boating Safety

While preparing to leave Watch Hill the Sunday after
our Spring Picnic | was contemplating the ride home
in sustained winds of 22 mph with gusts over 30 mph.
Preoccupied, | did not think about putting on my
inflatable life vest until we were already in the
channel. Needless to say it was a bumpy ride and |
had difficulty getting the vest on while trying to
maintain course. After several futile tries, Suzy had to
help me with the vest and secure it for me. We were
now about 1/2 way through the channel heading into
strong WNW winds when a sail boat under power
entered the channel heading into Watch Hill. There
was approximately 300 feet between us as the
sailboat changed course and was heading straight for
our bow. Because of the narrow channel | could not
turn to the North and | hesitated changing my course
to pass on their starboard side. Fortunately, as | was
about to power down they corrected their course. But
a moment later, as | looked up from my gauges, | was
stunned to see the sailboat had now turned to the
North and was crossing in front of us 1T our bow to
their starboard side. Luckily, they passed without
incident and were able to maneuver outside the
channel without running aground. While | never felt
we were in imminent danger, | was thankful we
remembered to don our life vests. Afterwards, |
thought about my minor struggle trying to get the vest
on and what a different scenario it would have been if
we collided with the sail
on - putting a life vest on in those rough waters would
have been nearly impossible.

In my June safety article | had written that R/C Larry
Postel, SN gave me information on laser flares, or
more properly, Electric Distress Lights, that could last
up to 72 hours. At the time, | could not find a
document ot her t han on t he
verifying United States Coast Guard approval. | have
since called the U.S. Coast Guard and they referred
me to their Auxiliary. And, no surprise here, Larry was
correct- Electric Distress Lights have been approved,
but wunder the following conditions: they are
acceptable only for night use, must automatically
flash the international SOS distress signal
(...___...),and must be marked with an indication
that it meets U.S. Coast Guard requirements in the
Code of Federal Regulations, specifically 46 CFR
161.013. One caveat, unlike day/night approved
pyrotechnic flares, you must also carry a daytime
visual distress signal, such as a distress flag
measuring at least 3 x 3 feet and having a black
square and ball (looks like an exclamation point) on
an orange background. And like all distress signals,
they must be in serviceable condition, readily
accessible, and certified by the manufacturer that
they meet U.S. Coast Guard requirements (46 CFR
160.072).
