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All About
Boating Safety

In July of 2017 12-year-old Ryan Weiss was killed when he
was hit by the propeller of an inflatable boat he was riding
in. Ryan had been practicing capsizing drills as part of
sailboat lessons in Northport Harbor and had been picked
up by one of the instructors. He was sitting on the side of the
inflatable when, as the inflatable accelerated, Ryan fell
overboard.

Recently, the Suffolk County Legislature, at the urging of
Ryanos parents, passed Il eg
guards on vessels used for teaching anyone under the age
of 18 marine navigation and safety - in a formal setting. The
law applies to any marina, yacht club or boating
organi zati on. Kellie and Kev

In 2017 the United States Coast Guard reported 172
accidents involving propellers, resulting in 162 injuries and
31 fatalities. Fortunately, when you consider all the hours of
boating activity, prop injuries are somewhat rare. But,
tragically, they do happen i and they are devastating. In
2012, in an effort to reduce these incidents, the USCG
began planning to develop a prop guard test protocol.
However, although prop guards have been marketed for a
number of years, to my knowledge, an accepted protocol
has yet to be formulated. How well guards work to protect a
person in the water and how much they affect a boats
performance and fuel consumption are still being debated.
In the meantime, to reduce the chances of a prop strike,
follow a few basic rules: Never allow anyone to ride on the
gunwales, bow or transom and be sure everyone is safely
seated inside the boat; slowdown in rough water or large
wakes; never back toward a person in the water (think
skiers, water tube riders, rescue situations, etc.); shut off the
engine when near anyone in the water; avoid alcohol i it can
lead to balance issues and poor decisions (this goes for
passengers as well as operators); and wear your engine cut-
off lanyard until you shut off the engine. Indeed, a past
president of Carver and Chris-Craft Yachts was preparing to
land his dingy behind his home when he prematurely
unhooked his lanyard. Just then an unseen wake bounced
him overboard. But not before he inadvertently spun the
throttle and tiller sending him into his spinning prop.
Fortunately, although he suffered a serious injury, he was
not killed or lose a limb. This very experienced, normally
cautious boater considers himself lucky to have survived.
